Spreading the Word about the American Centrist Party

What you can do in your town for free or for low cost.

ACP Informational Meetings

· Hold meetings at a public library 

· Most libraries have free or low cost public meeting rooms. Contact your local library for info. 

· At these meetings you can talk about local issues and get people active to change things going on in your state or community, get them to open up. 

ACP Informational Meetings
Continued

· Start the meeting with something interesting and useful, say tips on how to save gas and live green. Invite a local expert or professor to talk about certain issues. Invite local leaders to talk or participate.

· While talking about issues you can also talk about the ACP and have ACP materials there. Use the ACP videos and PowerPoint Presentations to help you.

ACP Informational Meetings
Continued

· Just do not solicit funds while you are there, that is not allowed. 

· Attendance can be from as little as three other people besides yourself or as many as fifty other people. It just depends on the meeting.

· You could also get together with others at restaurants or local parks. Get involved and make a difference. This has worked for ACP members in many states already.

Letters to the Editor

· Write letters to your local newspaper regarding issues in your community. You can mention how the ACP would handle political issues your write about.

Rallies and Marches

· Have a march or rally about a certain issue in your town and have ACP material at the march or rally. Or use ACP clothing in your rally.

· Contact your local authorities for information on march and rally permits.

Bumper Stickers & Business Cards

· We have some ACP bumpers stickers at our ACP Online Store.

· There are also other bumper sticker online stores where you can even order well made individual stickers.

· Business cards ( print them off the ACP website or get some basic ones at an office supply store, or make your own. Leave them with your tip when you go out to eat and give them to interested people you meet. 

Word of Mouth

· Word of Mouth- the grocery store is a great place to start up conversations...."man, can you believe these prices....and the price of gas.... this can lead into good conversations about the American Centrist Party. 

Contact local civic groups

· Contact local civic groups like your local Jaycees, Lions Club, League of Women Voters, American Legion, Chamber of Commerce, and Kiwanis Clubs.

· These organizations may let you speak at their meetings and you can use them to make contact with others who are active civically.

Contact local religious institutions

· Contact local churches and other religious institutions about the possibility of speaking to their members.

· This can be sticky if not approached right. But many churches and other religious institutions serve as a de facto community center.

· When you contact them tell them you want to just present it in an informational way.

· The ACP does not endorse any religion, belief or non belief. This can be a good tool just to let people know about the American Centrist Party.

Meet up Groups

· You can use www.meetup.com to set up meetings and get together’s with others who are interested in Centrism and the ACP. You do have to pay to use the service.

· Or you can post flyers and do the same things in peoples homes and area meeting places or restaurants.

· Use the Free ACP Action Kits on the website for free promotional material. 

· Post flyers in your local area.

Volunteer in your local community
